We took a snapshot of some District printers today. The snapshot did not include office copiers or DECC copiers.

More than 40% of the jobs should have been sent to DECC for copying. These jobs ranged from 23 to 732 copies. The average was 128 copies!

    * These are jobs submitted by faculty and staff- not students.

    * The cost per page to use a printer as a copier is anywhere from 8 to 20 times what it would cost to do the copies at DECC.

    * The above snapshot is consistent with historical use of printers. It represents an increasing trend in printer abuse.

    * Internal printer components are not made for this type of volume.

    * More than 75% of our networked printers have been sent to BOCES at least once for repairs.

    * More than 50% of our networked printers have a repair history that exceeds the original cost of the printer.
